Educated at St. John’s University where he received a B.S. degree in Criminal Justice, graduating magna cum laude. In 1994, received his law degree from St. Johns University School of Law. 


Upon graduating from Law School, he began working at the Law Offices of Michael Mongelli, a Queens law firm which specialized in personal injury, matrimonial matters, and contract litigation.  After eighteen months of developing his negotiation and counseling skills, he ventured into practice for himself and opened the Law Offices of Anthony Mayol. He then sought out and aligned himself with some of the City’s more accomplished and respected Defense Attorney’s who gave him the opportunity to develop his trial skills and acquire the knowledge of the inner workings of the criminal justice system; and over the next seven years he opened up offices in Brooklyn, Queens, and Manhattan.  Although he was quickly beginning to establish himself as a passionate and skilled Criminal Defense Attorney, the decision to leave the practice of law and devote his time and energy into Gino Green was an easy one.


Even during the time he was a practicing attorney, Anthony saw the value in test marketing his brothers latest designs by distributing shirts to his clients and their family members. Aptly titled the “Green Print To Success”, the plan ultimately garnered the support and commitment of Norman Wells, an accomplished Real Estate Salesman and distributor of Imported Wine and Cognacs. 


Since entering the fashion industry just about four years ago, Anthony has exhibited the same passion and dedication that made him a successful trial attorney.  Having immersed himself in the new world of the fashion industry, he is quick to exude, “that between law school and courtroom practice it took me 12 years to become a good attorney, here I will become a great fashion business man in less than seven”.  While he has changed professions for now, Anthony has not given up one of his greatest passions, which he describes as “giving back to young people”.

For the last seven years he has routinely spoken at High School and Alternative Juvenile programs all across the state, and participated in over fifty career days as well as conducting entrepreneurial seminars and motivational speaking events.  Where as once he focused on talking to young people about the opportunities and downfalls of being involved in the criminal justice system, he now supplements those discussions with his experiences in the fashion and entertainment industry.
